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New Water Restrictions
Effective April 3, 2009 South
West Florida Management
has put tighter restrictions on
Watering of all landscaping
and lawns.

Residents are limited to watering from
12 midnight to 4:00 am on your scheduled
watering days.

Residential car washing is now prohibited.

Pressure washing conducted by commercial
businesses is allowed for certain purposes,
which include cleaning to eliminate a safety
hazard, preparation for painting or similar
activity, maintaining a paint or material
warranty, and as needed to meet Federal, State
or local health and safety standards.

Pasco County Code Enforcement officers and
Utility personnel will increase their joint
efforts to enforce water restrictions. No
warning will be issued. First violation is $130
plus court fees. Second violation is $260 plus
court fees. Third and subsequent violations
are $500 plus court fees and a mandatory court
appearance.
